On a Motion moved by Cllir P F A Webster and seconded by Clir D G Stanshy,
the Overview & Scrutiny Committee agreed the recommendation that, as the
Council is a large financial provider for this partnership, consideration should
be given to changing the name to the Rochford District Council STAR
Partnership.

District Council STAR Partnership.
